LODGES & SHELTERS

Holzinger Lodge

Holzinger Lodge is tucked in the beautiful rolling hills on the south edge of Winona,
overlooking West Lake Winona. The lodge is adjacent to the Holzinger biking and
hiking trail system. Recently, Holzinger has been equipped with air conditioning.
Also included are: playground equipment, handicap accessible, kitchen (full range,
fridge, coffee pot, microwave), air conditioning, fire place, portable projector
screen and game room including pool, table tennis, and foosball.

The facility holds approximately 100 chairs and 20 banquet tables.

Valley Oaks Lodge

Valley Oaks Lodge is located in the scenic Valley Oaks subdivision of Winona. The
lodge is adjacent to a playground and park, and includes an outdoor shelter area, a
half range, a half fridge, and indoor bathrooms. The lodge is handicap accessible and
is adjacent to tennis and basketball courts. The site includes approximately 4 picnic
tables, 6 banquet tables, and 25 chairs.

Jaycee Shelter Address: 340 Lake Park Drive

The Jaycee Shelter is the largest rentable shelter and includes approximately 15
picnic tables, plentiful green space, and is tucked in the Bambenek Field Complex.
Portable toilets, near-by drinking fountain, electricity, and lights on site.

Lions Shelter (a.k.a. Gepner Pavilion) Address: 525 Lake Park Drive

The Lions Shelter is located on East Lake Winona, holds approximately 12 picnic
tables, is adjacent to the Lake Park Path, has sand volleyball, near boat landing, and
plentiful green space. Portable toilets, electricity, & lights are on site.

Hlawatha Va”ey MarlnES Shelter Address: 527 Lake Park Drive West

This shelter is on the West Lake adjacent to the bike path and playground. The nine
hole disc golf course and fishing docks are also nearby. There are portable toilets but
no electricity or running water at this site. Approximately 4 tables.

Kiwanis Shelter Address: 1340 Prairie Island Road N

The Kiwanis Shelter is perched on the Mississippi River next to the spill way. The
shelter is also next to a large playground horse shoe pits, and sand volleyball court,
holds approximately 12 picnic tables, and has access to portable toilets and running
water. It is near Prairie Island Camp Ground and has electricity and lights.

Latsch Shelter Address: 915 Prairie Island Road N

Latsch Shelter is a rustic lodge located next to the Deer Park, playground, volleyball
court, has a large green space, horse shoe pits and is near the Prairie Island
Campground. The space includes a fireplace, 5 picnic tables, 2 banquet tables inside
and two picnic tables outside. Running water, electricity, and portable toilets are on
site.

GAZEBOS AND PATIOS

Unity Park Address: 860 Parks Avenue

Unity Park is located in Lake Winona Park and is home to many festivals and events
throughout the year. This is a beautiful site under Sugar Loaf and right on East Lake
Winona. The site is equipped with electricity. Portable bathrooms nearby.

The canopy (seen at left) is available for an additional fee of $50.

Rose Garden Gazebo Address: 190 East Lake Park Drive

The Rose Garden Gazebo boasts over 200 roses, and is a romantic setting for
weddings. Located in the heart of Lake Park on the East Lake. No electrical.

Windom Park Gazebo Address: 250 West Broadway

Windom Park is a scenic place for a wedding or celebration. The elegant Princess
Wenonah overlooks the park located in the center of Winona. The gazebo is equipped
with electricity.

Levee Park Patio Address: 1 Main Street

The Levee Park Patio offers a beautiful view of the Mississippi River. Positioned in
the center of Levee park, the concrete patio is perfect for special events of all
kinds. There is a flower garden, approximately 6 picnic tables, and is equipped with
electricity.

RECREATION CENTERS

East Recreation Center Address: 210 Zumbro Street

The East Recreation Center includes a large gym, with 2 basketball courts, and a
large gaming and lounge room with seating, a pool table, table tennis, craft tables,
and toys. There are bathrooms, a full kitchen, and a studio room with full length
wall mirrors and projector screen. The East Recreation Center block includes an
outdoor park and a playground. Has approximately 8 tables & 30 chairs.
No alcohol is allowed in the East Recreation Center. Wi-Fi available.

Fire Capacity: Game Room 140, Gym 466, Studio Room 26

Friendship Center Address: 251 Main Street

The Friendship Center facility includes a large banquet room, a full kitchen,
bathrooms, meeting rooms, and is ADA accessible. No alcohol is allowed at the
Friendship Center. To make a reservation of the Friendship Center, please visit them
in person at 251 Main Street.

Fire Capacity: Main Room with Tables & Chairs 242, Main Room with only Chairs 520

Lake Lodge Recreatlon Center Address: 113 Lake Park Drive West

Lake Park Lodge Recreation Center is situated on East Lake Winona at the foot of
Main Street. It includes table tennis, a fireplace, a full kitchen, coffee pot,
bathrooms, projector screen, and optional canoe and kayak rental opportunities,
with the addition of a Park and Recreation employee. No alcohol is allowed at Lake
Lodge Recreation Center. There are approximately 15 banquet tables and 50 chairs.
Wi-Fi available inside and outside.

Lake Park Path Address: Lake Park

The Lake Park Path circles both the East and West Lake Winona. The path measures
5.3 miles around both lakes. East Lake alone is 3.7 miles, West Lake alone is 1.8
miles, and bridge inlet to Vila Street is 0.4 miles.

Rate: $40.00 per day/event

The W”IOWS D|SC Golf Course Address: East/West Lake Park

The Willows Disc Golf Course is an 18 hole par 3 course. Varying levels of difficulty;
good for recreational and tournament play. A 9 hole course is located on the West
lake.

Rate: $40.00 per day/event

Bambenek Fields 2—6 Address: 290 East Lake Park

Bambenek fields two through six include shaded and fenced dugouts, portable
toilets, drinking fountains, and bleachers.

Rate: $60 per day, Club & Non-Profit $15.00 per hour

Bambenek Field 1 Address: 290 East Lake Park

Bambenek field one is a newly constructed fenced field with cement dugouts,
broadcast box, lights, drinking fountain, and indoor toilets.

Rate: $150 per day, Club & Non-Profit $20.00 per hour

Bob Welch Aquatlc Center Address: 780 West 4th Street

The Bob Welch Aquatic Center is a Zero Depth Olympic Size Pool with a 208 ft water
slide, diving boards, lap lanes, large patio, plenty of grass area, shade, and two
playgrounds. A great place to have a celebration. The fee includes lifeguards. No
alcohol is allowed at the Bob Welch Aquatic Center.

H0|Z|nger Trall System Address: 925 West Lake Blvd

The Holzinger Trail system is located just off of the West Lake, and boasts some of
the best trails in the region. 10 miles of trail ranging in difficulty. Great for hiking,
snowshoeing, biking, and more. The park also includes the ‘Lumberyard’, a winter
playground for snowboard and skiing.

Historic Masonic Theatre ACIEIESER S, LI SITECE

The Historic Masonic Theatre is located near downtown. The theatre/stage area can
hold up to 381 people. There is a large kitchen and dining room, prep room, and
meeting rooms. This is a great space for special events, concerts, weddings,
workshops, or celebrations.

RENTAL FEES: $220/day, Club & Non-profit $25.00/hour $1,000 damage deposit

Wlnona Bandshe” Address: 85 Lake Park Drive
The Bandshell was constructed in the beginning of the 20th century and hosts weekly
municipal band concerts. It is located on East Lake Winona, and offers seating for
over 500 people. Electricity, lights, and drinking fountain are on-site, and it is
adjacent to a handicap accessible playground, portable toilets, and Veteran’s Park.

RENTAL FEES: $160/day $100 damage deposit
