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City of Winona hosting Community Open House on November 17th 
for the Development Code Update Project
Winona, MN – The City of Winona will be hosting a Community Open House on Thursday, November 17th, for the Development Code Update project. All Winona citizens, businesses, and property owners are invited to attend the Community Open House, which will take place from 6:00 to 7:30 p.m. in Wanek Hall at the Winona County Historical Society, 160 Johnson Street.
The focus of the Community Open House is to provide information about the draft Unified Development Code (UDC) and invite feedback on proposed regulations. The Community Open House will be organized into a series of information displays that attendees can review at their own pace. A brief, 10-minute overview to the Community Open House will be provided at 6:00 and 6:45 p.m. In addition to an overview of the draft Unified Development Code, displays will address topics such as new zoning districts, form based design standards, changes to parking and screening regulations, and streamlining of development review procedures. Community Open House attendees will be invited to share their concerns and questions about the draft Unified Development Code. City staff and the project’s consultants (Hoisington Koegler Group Inc.) will be available to answer questions. 
In September 2015, the City of Winona began a two-year effort to update and consolidate its zoning, site plan, and subdivision codes. The Winona Development Code Update project will create a new Unified Development Code (UDC) that brings together all development-related regulations into a single chapter of the City Code to provide more consistent, integrated, and easier-to-use development regulations that support high quality development in the community. This project will create a UDC that adds tables and illustrations to more clearly communicate the City’s development requirements; streamlines the process for development review and approvals; resolves inconsistencies between different codes; and incorporates recommendations from the City’s 2030 Comprehensive Plan.
